The problem of uncertainty is a classical one. We subdivide the 

issue into four different ones:

- imprecise information

- incomplete information

- inconsistent information

- vague information
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uncertainty

Imprecise information: 

value are present but not precise

Example:  The birth of a person is between '01-01-1201' and 

’31-12-1201'
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uncertainty

Incomplete information: 

value of an attribute is unknown but discoverable

Example:  The mother of a person is born on the '01-01-1201'. 

We do not know her name.
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uncertainty

Inconsistent information: 

More than one value is present and they are inconsistent with each 

other

Example:  the birth of a person happened on the '01-01-1201' OR 

on the '02-01-1201
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uncertainty

vague information: 

Situation in which the value of an attribute lack ontological precision

Example:  john is young
